Explanation of what Goodness is: 


Goodness is the condition of our heart, a term that might well be described as righteousness in the eyes of God. Goodness is essentially when we are doing what we are supposed to be doing, doing what we were created to do.

Goodness in Scriptures that direct us towards the inner self –

Where Kindness is an outward expression of God’s graciousness towards us, Goodness is the very grace extended to us to renenw our hearts. It’s very much an inner change of who we are.

That inner change, causes us to do different things. We do what our heart is conditioned to do, a heart reconditioned by the Spirit of God will bear the fruit of Goodness.

A Good Tree can’t bear bad fruit and a bad tree can’t bear good fruit. Out of the overflow of your heart, your mouth speaks.

It is in this basic teaching we learn a lot about ourselves. We may look at the fruit of our life, and determine what kind of tree we in fact are, in this case, a good or bad tree.

There is a reward for both good and bad.

Matthew 13 and the parable of the weeds shows that there will be consequences forhow we live our lives, and also, give us a better understanding of what we have to look forward too. IT also explains why we have so much trouble, because there is a villain, someone bent on thwarting the planting of seeds in this world, and its Satan.
